Frederick Songer was taking his Civil War officer's sword to Denver to be
repaired before sending it to his son, Frederick Elmus (Ted.) F. W. Songer is
buried in Golden Cemetery.

Songer grew up on his father'sfarm in Xenia, Clay Co., Illinais.

His Civil War record is as follows: 20 Aug 1862, he enrolled as a Sergeant in Company "C", 111th Illinois Volunteer Infantry,
Capt. Pierce commanding. In Sep 1863, promoted to rank of 4th sergeant. From 18 Feb to 26 Feb 1863 and from 11 Nov to
17 Nov 1863, laid up with diarrhea. In Mar 1864, promoted to rank of 3rd sergeant. |n Jun 1864, promoted to rank of 2nd
sergeant. On 19 Sep 1864, following the Battle of Atlanta, promoted to 2nd Lieutenant at Vining Station, Georgia. He
continued to serve in the 111th Infantry from Illinois and was with General Sherman on his march to the sea. Hewas
discharged at Springfield, IL on 27 Jun 1865.

After the war he continued farming at Xeniafrom 1865 to 1874.

He came to Golden, Colorado, in 1874, then to Edgewater, which was farming community then, but now it is a suburb of
Denver. He described his home as a ranch.

In his application for disability pension, which he received, he listed ailments as heart disease, abad right knee as the result of
being kicked by a horse, failing vision, poor hearing, and loss of teeth. He had a scar on hisright leg from being cut by a
scythe. This must have been made around 1897, asit shows him to be 61, 5' 6" tall and weighing 135 pounds. He had brown
eyes, light hair and aflorid complexion.

On 12 Nov 1928 he was struck by a Golden interurban streetcar at Brown's Station near West 44th Ave in Arvada, and his
body dragged 100 feet. He was waiting to take the car to Denver. Deafness prevented him from hearing its approach as he
stepped on the track. He lived with his daughter, Mrs. Frank Bond. Six children aswell as several brothers and sisters
survived him. On the date of his death he wasin arush to get a scabbard made for his Civil War officers sword. He had
intended to giveit to his son Frederick Elmus (Ted). His daughter Hallie promised to drive him to town after she finished the
washing, but that wasn't good enough for him. So the old man stalked off in a huff to take the streetcar and was killed
instantly. That scene preyed on Hallie for the rest of her life.

His adoring grandson, Fred Chester Bond, reported several things about his war hero that grandfather that simply weren't so.
It seems that grandfather liked to tell war storiesto entertain ayoungster. He told of being in the battle of Shiloh. Thiswas
fought in April, 1862, three months before Frederick enlisted. He also reported that his grandfather was promoted to Captain
after that battle, but he was really promoted to 2nd Lieutenant two years later. It is possible that he was given the brevet rank
of captain. Hetold of being carried off the train in Denver on a stretcher at death's door from tuberculosis, but he made no
mention on his pension application of having that disease. He told of homesteading in Boulder County and being forced at
gunpoint to sign a quitclaim deed, but on his pension application he swore that he had lived only in Jefferson County. Thisis
all very intriguing. Since he earned a battlefield promotion he undoubtedly had a service record to be proud of. Captain Pierce
supposedly wrote his memoirs and would have included mention of Frederick, but we have yet been unable to find them.
Frederick Songer was active in the Grand Army of The Republic, the Civil War veteran's organization, until the end of his
life.

The 1920 Census finds Otis and his family in Jefferson County, CO, but they probably lived in Fresno before, as well as after,
that census. Otis occupation was either truck gardener or carpenter, perhaps both. Indications are that the family was not
financially secure.

Sometime after Raymond enlisted in the Marine Corps, Otis, Minnie, and Myrtle Y vonne moved from Fresno 250 miles north
to Rio Vista near the Mare Island Naval Station, and perhaps they moved to be nearer to Raymond who was stationed there
for atime. Myrtle Yvonne soon married and moved out.

Otis passed away about five years after Raymond was buried in Fresno's military cemetery, but evidently wanted to be buried
near his hero son, so his body was transported to Fresno and interred in a nearby civilian cemetery, the Oddfellows Cemetery,
in an unmarked gravesite.

Severa mistakes were made in recording his burial, not the least of which was the fact that his surname was recorded as
SANGER. On 19 July 1938, over ten years after Otis' death, his widow, identifying herself as Mrs. Minnie Songer Mills of
Vallgo, CA, went to the trouble and expense of changing the recorded name to SONGER legally, this action being witnessed
by aVallgo neighbor, Mrs. Alma Wilson.

She died of heart failure 6 May 1940. Evidently she wanted to be buried near Otis and Raymond, so Carl transported her
remains to Fresno, but buried her in yet another cemetery in an unmarked grave. Asthe researcher who searched for--and
found--both her and Otis' gravesites, it seemsvery likely that Carl could not find Otis but at least |eft her in Fresno.

AsWorld War | drew to a close, Raymond enlisted in the regular Army, but spent 17 months at Fort

Riley, Kansas, and never went overseas. He must have liked military life because after discharge he

enlisted in the Marine Corps, initialy stationed at Mare Island, California. There, in arunning gun battle
with five armed prisoners making a dash for freedom and away from the court martial charges confronting them, Raymond
captured them and returned them to the barracks.

At Mare Idand, it islikely that Raymond met Carl Berry Mills, also stationed there after the war (see hisrecord in this
genealogy.)

Raymond was then transferred to Peking, China, asan Embassy Guard, where he contracted an unknown illness and died
suddenly. Military honors were paid the body in Peking before it was shipped to Fresno for burial. Mgjor S. W. Bogan,
commander of the Marine Attachment to the American Legation in Peking, wrote a tribute to Raymond's mother, extracts from
which are;
